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* Guidelines for Selling Price:

a) Finished 'Ready-to-Hang' Work

For mounted, framed or ready-to-display submitted work we need your asking price and any guide
price. This is especially the case if your work is on sale elsewhere. On any such items sold we will
take 50% commission but this rate is negotiable.

b) Using the Living Art Workshop
For digital images that we are printing, framing and selling on your behalf we pay 20% artists sales
commission on sale price regardless of sale price. Please note: discounted or end of exhibition
sales may be reduced to clear items and as such commission or royalty payments will be
proportionately reduced on items.

c) Notes to Setting a Selling Price

We fully appreciate that most artists are selling precious work that represents a livelihood and
therefore respect the need to maintain the highest prices possible. However, in an open market
economy, where perceived differences between products can be minimal, there are certain
thresholds above which certain items are difficult to sell - especially online. For example a canvas
may sell at £120.00 when they are available through high street outlets at £50.00. We know the
high street image and quality is more than likely to be poor but the customer’s perception may be I
can buy one for £50.00, so | will pay £100.00 but not £120.00 however good it is”. These
thresholds are 'part of the art' and the only hard and fast rule is 'you can’t put prices up' but you
can reduce them.

We recommend a policy of charging as high as possible while not 'putting people off' combined
with a 'realistic knowledge of market prices' and then discount to sell at predetermined and
carefully organised times and sales. People all love a bargain. We need to leave everybody feeling
that they have had a good deal yet bought a quality product they cannot buy elsewhere.

d) Notes on VAT

We will be charging VAT on all items where applicable, (i.e. not on books) but it will be inclusive in
the selling price. Commission is 20% of full sale price less VAT. Then with your VAT added if you
charge us VAT.
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
